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I have gathered here (almost) all of the New Testament references to the meaning of the sacrifice of Jesus. I
selected those verses that shed any kind of light on the purpose of that sacrifice and its connection to us. In
compiling this list, I have a definite purpose. There are a number of “ideas” concerning the sacrifice of Jesus,
what it means, in Christianity that come by the traditions and arguments of human reason. 

Here are some of them.

• Jesus was “punished for our sins.”

• Jesus “took our place upon the cross.”

• Jesus “paid a debt that we owed, but could not pay.”

• Jesus died “because of” our sins.

These ideas do not sound right to me, nor consistent with the revelation of Jesus Christ and the purposes of
God, thus I must know what God actually says.

After compiling this entirety of the New Testament statements concerning the sacrifice of Jesus, I see that my
gut instinct concerning these things is correct. Yes, there are a very few of these statements that can be taken in
the direction of the bulletted points, but only by those looking AT Jesus from a distance, not by those walking in
union with Him, seeing out from His eyes alone.

More than that, these verses confirm my conviction that the sacrifice of Jesus is not something God “did,” but
rather God as He is, revealed for the first time for all creation to see. Yes, one can look at all these verses and not
see such a thing at all. We see what we are looking for; we find exactly what we seek.

“He who has seen Me has seen the Father.” – We shall be like Him for we shall see Him as He is.



Matthew 

 1:21 And she will bring forth a Son, and you shall call His name Jesus, for He will save His people from their
sins.”

6:12 And forgive us our debts, As we forgive our debtors.

8:16 When evening had come, they brought to Him many who were demon-possessed. And He cast out the
spirits with a word, and healed all who were sick, 17 that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah the
prophet, saying: “He Himself took our infirmities And bore our sicknesses.”

9:2 Then behold, they brought to Him a paralytic lying on a bed. When Jesus saw their faith, He said to the
paralytic, “Son, be of good cheer; your sins are forgiven you.” –  6 But that you may know that the Son of Man
has power on earth to forgive sins”—then He said to the paralytic, “Arise, take up your bed, and go to your
house.” 

12:28 But if I cast out demons by the Spirit of God, surely the kingdom of God has come upon you. 29 Or
how can one enter a strong man’s house and plunder his goods, unless he first binds the strong man? And then
he will plunder his house.

16:21 From that time Jesus began to show to His disciples that He must go to Jerusalem, and suffer many
things from the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and be raised the third day.

17:22 Now while they were staying in Galilee, Jesus said to them, “The Son of Man is about to be betrayed
into the hands of men, 23 and they will  kill Him, and the third day He will be raised up.” And they were
exceedingly sorrowful.

18:23 Therefore the kingdom of heaven is like a certain king who wanted to settle accounts with his servants.
24 And when he had begun to settle accounts, one was brought to him who owed him ten thousand talents. 25
But as he was not able to pay, his master commanded that he be sold, with his wife and children and all that he
had, and that payment be made. 26 The servant therefore fell down before him, saying, ‘Master, have patience
with me, and I will pay you all.’ 27 Then the master of that servant was moved with compassion, released him,
and forgave him the debt.

20:27 And whoever desires to be first among you, let him be your slave— 28 just as the Son of Man did not
come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many.”

26:17 Now on the first day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread the disciples came to Jesus, saying to Him,
“Where do You want us to prepare for You to eat the Passover?” 18 And He said, “Go into the city to a certain
man, and say to him, ‘The Teacher says, “My time is at hand; I will keep the Passover at your house with My
disciples.”’” 19 So the disciples did as Jesus had directed them; and they prepared the Passover.

9:31 For He taught His disciples and said to them, “The Son of Man is being betrayed into the hands of men,
and they will kill Him. And after He is killed, He will rise the third day.” 

10:26 And they were greatly astonished, saying among themselves, “Who then can be saved?” 27 But Jesus
looked at them and said, “With men it is impossible, but not with God; for with God all things are possible.”

10:33 “Behold, we are going up to Jerusalem, and the Son of Man will be betrayed to the chief priests and to
the scribes; and they will condemn Him to death and deliver Him to the Gentiles; 34 and they will mock Him,
and scourge Him, and spit on Him, and kill Him. And the third day He will rise again.”

14:12 Now on the first day of Unleavened Bread, when they killed the Passover lamb, His disciples said to
Him, “Where do You want us to go and prepare, that You may eat the Passover?”

11:21 When a strong man, fully armed, guards his own palace, his goods are in peace. 22 But when a stronger
than he comes upon him and overcomes him, he takes from him all his armor in which he trusted, and divides
his spoils. 



12:49 “I came to send fire on the earth, and how I wish it were already kindled! 50 But I have a baptism to be
baptized with, and how distressed I am till it is accomplished! 

18:25 For it is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for a rich man to enter the kingdom of
God.” 26 And those who heard it  said, “Who then can be saved?” 27 But He said, “The things which are
impossible with men are possible with God.”

18:31 Then He took the twelve aside and said to them, “Behold, we are going up to Jerusalem, and all things
that are written by the prophets concerning the Son of Man will be accomplished. 32 For He will be delivered to
the Gentiles and will be mocked and insulted and spit upon. 33 They will scourge Him and kill Him. And the
third day He will rise again.”

19:9 And Jesus said to him, “Today salvation has come to this house, because he also is a son of Abraham; 10
for the Son of Man has come to seek and to save that which was lost.”

22:7 Then came the Day of Unleavened Bread, when the Passover must be killed. 8 And He sent Peter and
John, saying, “Go and prepare the Passover for us, that we may eat.” 9 So they said to Him, “Where do You want
us to prepare?” 10 And He said to them, “Behold, when you have entered the city, a man will meet you carrying
a pitcher of water; follow him into the house which he enters. 11 Then you shall say to the master of the house,

24:46 Then He said to them, “Thus it is written, and thus it was necessary for the Christ to suffer and to rise
from the dead the third day, 47 and that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in His name to all
nations, beginning at Jerusalem. 

John

1:29 The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, “Behold! The Lamb of God who takes away
the sin of the world!

2:19 Jesus answered and said to them, “Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up.” 20 Then the
Jews said, “It has taken forty-six years to build this temple, and will You raise it up in three days?” 21 But He was
speaking of the temple of His body. 

3:14 And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of Man be lifted up, 15 that
whoever believes in Him should not perish but have eternal life. 16 For God so loved the world that He gave His
only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life. 17 For God did not
send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the world through Him might be saved



4:42 Then they said to the woman, “Now we believe, not because of what you said, for we ourselves have
heard Him and we know that this is indeed the Christ, the Savior of the world.”

6:35 And Jesus said to them, “I am the bread of life. He who comes to Me shall never hunger, and he who
believes in Me shall never thirst . . .  39 This is the will of the Father who sent Me, that of all He has given Me I
should lose nothing, but should raise it up at the last day. 40 And this is the will of Him who sent Me, that
everyone who sees the Son and believes in Him may have everlasting life; and I will raise him up at the last day.”

6:48 I am the bread of life. 49 Your fathers ate the manna in the wilderness, and are dead. 50 This is the bread
which comes down from heaven, that one may eat of it and not die. 51 I am the living bread which came down
from heaven. If anyone eats of this bread, he will live forever; and the bread that I shall give is My flesh, which I
shall give for the life of the world.”

6:53 Then Jesus said to them, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and
drink His blood, you have no life in you. 54 Whoever eats My flesh and drinks My blood has eternal life, and I
will raise him up at the last day. 55 For My flesh is food indeed, and My blood is drink indeed. 56 He who eats
My flesh and drinks My blood abides in Me, and I in him.

8:24 Therefore I said to you that you will die in your sins; for if you do not believe that I am He, you will die
in your sins.”

9:41 Jesus said to them, “If you were blind, you would have no sin; but now you say, ‘We see.’ Therefore your
sin remains.

11 “I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd gives His life for the sheep. 12 But a hireling, he who is not
the shepherd, one who does not own the sheep, sees the wolf coming and leaves the sheep and flees; and the
wolf catches the sheep and scatters them . . . 15 As the Father knows Me, even so I know the Father; and I lay
down My life for the sheep . . .  17 “Therefore My Father loves Me, because I lay down My life that I may take it
again. 18 No one takes it from Me, but I lay it down of Myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to
take it again. This command I have received from My Father.”

11:49 And one of them, Caiaphas, being high priest that year, said to them, “You know nothing at all, 50 nor
do you consider that it is expedient for us that one man should die for the people, and not that the whole nation
should perish.” 51 Now this he did not say on his own authority; but being high priest that year he prophesied
that Jesus would die for the nation, 52 and not for that nation only, but also that He would gather together in
one the children of God who were scattered abroad.

12:23 But Jesus answered them, saying, “The hour has come that the Son of Man should be glorified. 24 Most
assuredly, I say to you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the ground and dies, it remains alone; but if it dies, it
produces much grain. 

12:31 Now is the judgment of this world; now the ruler of this world will be cast out. 32 And I, if I am lifted
up from the earth, will draw all peoples to Myself.” 33 This He said, signifying by what death He would die.

14:30 I will no longer talk much with you, for the ruler of this world is coming, and he has nothing in Me. 31
But that the world may know that I love the Father, and as the Father gave Me commandment, so I do. Arise, let
us go from here.

15:13 Greater love has no one than this, than to lay down one’s life for his friends.

16:7 Nevertheless I tell you the truth. It is to your advantage that I go away; for if I do not go away, the Helper
will not come to you; but if I depart, I will send Him to you.

19:7 The Jews answered him, “We have a law, and according to our law He ought to die, because He made
Himself the Son of God.”



19:36 For these things were done that the Scripture should be fulfilled, “Not one of His bones shall  be
broken.” 37 And again another Scripture says, “They shall look on Him whom they pierced.”

20:21 So Jesus said to them again, “Peace to you! As the Father has sent Me, I also send you.” 22 And when
He had said this, He breathed on them, and said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit. 23 If you forgive the sins of
any, they are forgiven them; if you retain the sins of any, they are retained.”

Acts

2:23 Him, being delivered by the determined purpose and foreknowledge of God, you have taken by lawless
hands, have crucified, and put to death; 24 whom God raised up, having loosed the pains of death, because it
was not possible that He should be held by it. 

2:38 Then Peter said to them, “Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for
the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 

3:14 But you denied the Holy One and the Just, and asked for a murderer to be granted to you, 15 and killed
the Prince of life, whom God raised from the dead, of which we are witnesses. 

3:18 But those things which God foretold by the mouth of all His prophets, that the Christ would suffer, He
has thus fulfilled. 19 Repent therefore and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out, so that times of
refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord, 

3:26 To you first, God, having raised up His Servant Jesus, sent Him to bless you, in turning away every one
of you from your iniquities.”

4:10 let it be known to you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth,
whom you crucified, whom God raised from the dead, by Him this man stands here before you whole. This is
the ‘stone which was rejected by you builders, which has become the chief cornerstone.’ 12 Nor is there salvation
in any other, for there is no other name under heaven given among men by which we must be saved.”

4:27 “For truly against Your holy Servant Jesus, whom You anointed, both Herod and Pontius Pilate, with the
Gentiles and the people of Israel,  were gathered together 28 to  do whatever  Your hand and Your purpose
determined before to be done. 

 5:30 The God of our fathers raised up Jesus whom you murdered by hanging on a tree. 31 Him God has
exalted to His right hand to be Prince and Savior, to give repentance to Israel and forgiveness of sins. 32 And we
are His witnesses to these things, and so also is the Holy Spirit whom God has given to those who obey Him.”

8:32 The place in the Scripture which he read was this: “He was led as a sheep to the slaughter; And as a lamb
before its shearer is silent, So He opened not His mouth. 33 In His humiliation His justice was taken away, And
who will declare His generation? For His life is taken from the earth.”

10:14 But Peter said, “Not so, Lord! For I have never eaten anything common or unclean.” 15 And a voice
spoke to him again the second time, “What God has cleansed you must not call common.”

10:39 And we are witnesses of all things which He did both in the land of the Jews and in Jerusalem, whom
they killed by hanging on a tree. 40 Him God raised up on the third day, and showed Him openly . . .  43 To
Him all the prophets witness that, through His name, whoever believes in Him will receive remission of sins.”

13:28 And though they found no cause for death in Him, they asked Pilate that He should be put to death. 29
Now when they had fulfilled all that was written concerning Him, they took Him down from the tree and laid
Him in a tomb. 30 But God raised Him from the dead. . . 32 And we declare to you glad tidings—that promise
which was made to the fathers. 33 God has fulfilled this for us their children, in that He has raised up Jesus. As it
is also written in the second Psalm: ‘You are My Son, Today I have begotten You.’



13:38 Therefore let it be known to you, brethren, that through this Man is preached to you the forgiveness of
sins; 39 and by Him everyone who believes is justified from all things from which you could not be justified by
the law of Moses. 

15:8 So God, who knows the heart, acknowledged them by giving them the Holy Spirit, just as He did to us, 9
and made no distinction between us and them, purifying their hearts by faith. 10 Now therefore, why do you
test God by putting a yoke on the neck of the disciples which neither our fathers nor we were able to bear? 11
But we believe that through the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ we shall be saved in the same manner as they.”

 17:2 Then Paul, as his custom was, went in to them, and for three Sabbaths reasoned with them from the
Scriptures, 3 explaining and demonstrating that the Christ had to suffer and rise again from the dead, and
saying, “This Jesus whom I preach to you is the Christ.” 

20:28 Therefore take heed to yourselves and to all the flock, among which the Holy Spirit has made you
overseers, to shepherd the church of God which He purchased with His own blood.

22:16 And now why are you waiting? Arise and be baptized, and wash away your sins, calling on the name of
the Lord.’

Romans

3:21 But now the righteousness of God apart from the law is revealed, being witnessed by the Law and the
Prophets, 22 even the righteousness of God, through faith in Jesus Christ, to all and on all who believe. For there
is no difference; 23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 24 being justified freely by His grace
through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, 25 whom God set forth as a propitiation by His blood, through
faith, to demonstrate His righteousness, because in His forbearance God had passed over the sins that were
previously committed, 26 to demonstrate at the present time His righteousness, that He might be just and the
justifier of the one who has faith in Jesus.

4:23 Now it was not written for his sake alone that it was imputed to him, 24 but also for us. It shall be
imputed to us who believe in Him who raised up Jesus our Lord from the dead, 25 who was delivered up
because of our offenses, and was raised because of our justification.

5:8 But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 9
Much more then, having now been justified by His blood, we shall be saved from wrath through Him. 10 For if
when we were enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been
reconciled, we shall be saved by His life. 11 And not only that, but we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus
Christ, through whom we have now received the reconciliation.

5:18 Therefore, as through one man’s offense judgment came to all men, resulting in condemnation, even so
through one Man’s righteous act the free gift came to all men, resulting in justification of life. 19 For as by one
man’s disobedience many were made sinners, so also by one Man’s obedience many will be made righteous.

 6:3 Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death? 4
Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by
the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

6:5 For if we have been united together in the likeness of His death, certainly we also shall be in the likeness
of His resurrection, 6 knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be
done away with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin. 7 For he who has died has been freed from sin. 8 Now
if we died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with Him, 9 knowing that Christ, having been raised
from the dead, dies no more. Death no longer has dominion over Him. 10 For the death that He died, He died



to sin once for all; but the life that He lives, He lives to God. 11 Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead
indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

7:4 Therefore, my brethren, you also have become dead to the law through the body of Christ, that you may
be married to another—to Him who was raised from the dead, that we should bear fruit to God. 5 For when we
were in the flesh, the sinful passions which were aroused by the law were at work in our members to bear fruit
to death. 6 But now we have been delivered from the law, having died to what we were held by, so that we should
serve in the newness of the Spirit and not in the oldness of the letter.

7:24 O wretched man that I am! Who will deliver me from this body of death? 25 I thank God—through
Jesus Christ our Lord!

8:2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made me free from the law of sin and death. 3 For what
the law could not do in that it was weak through the flesh, God did by sending His own Son in the likeness of
sinful flesh, on account of sin: He condemned sin in the flesh, 4 that the righteous requirement of the law might
be fulfilled in us who do not walk according to the flesh but according to the Spirit.

8:23  Not  only  that,  but  we  also  who have  the  firstfruits  of  the  Spirit,  even  we  ourselves  groan within
ourselves, eagerly waiting for the adoption, the redemption of our body. 24 For we were saved in this hope,

8:31 What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us? 32 He who did not spare
His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all, how shall He not with Him also freely give us all things? 33 Who
shall bring a charge against God’s elect? It is God who justifies. 34 Who is he who condemns? It is Christ who
died, and furthermore is also risen, who is even at the right hand of God, who also makes intercession for us. 

10:8 But what does it say? “The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart” (that is, the word of faith
which we preach): 9 that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has
raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the
mouth confession is made unto salvation. 

15:3 For even Christ did not please Himself; but as it is written, “The reproaches of those who reproached
You fell on Me.”

1 Corinthians

1:18 For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is
the power of God.

1:30 But of Him you are in Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom from God—and righteousness and
sanctification and redemption— 

2:2 For I determined not to know anything among you except Jesus Christ and Him crucified.

5:6 Your glorying is not good. Do you not know that a little leaven leavens the whole lump? 7 Therefore
purge out the old leaven, that you may be a new lump, since you truly are unleavened. For indeed Christ, our
Passover, was sacrificed for us.

6:11 And such were some of you. But you were washed, but you were sanctified, but you were justified in the
name of the Lord Jesus and by the Spirit of our God.

 6:19 Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from
God, and you are not your own? 20 For you were bought at a price; therefore glorify God in your body and in
your spirit, which are God’s.

10:16 The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of Christ? The bread which



we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ? 17 For we, though many, are one bread and one body;
for we all partake of that one bread.

10:23 For I received from the Lord that which I also delivered to you: that the Lord Jesus on the same night
in which He was betrayed took bread; 24 and when He had given thanks, He broke it and said, “Take, eat; this is
My body which is broken for you; do this in remembrance of Me.” 25 In the same manner He also took the cup
after  supper,  saying,  “This  cup  is  the  new  covenant  in  My  blood.  This  do,  as  often  as  you  drink  it,  in
remembrance of Me.” 26 For as often as you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death till
He comes.

15:3 For I delivered to you first of all that which I also received: that Christ died for our sins according to the
Scriptures, 4 and that He was buried, and that He rose again the third day according to the Scriptures,

15:13 But if there is no resurrection of the dead, then Christ is not risen. 14 And if Christ is not risen, then
our preaching is empty and your faith is also empty. 15 Yes, and we are found false witnesses of God, because we
have testified of God that He raised up Christ, whom He did not raise up—if in fact the dead do not rise. 16 For
if the dead do not rise, then Christ is not risen. 17 And if Christ is not risen, your faith is futile; you are still in
your sins!

15:20 But now Christ is risen from the dead, and has become the firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep.
21 For since by man came death, by Man also came the resurrection of the dead. 22 For as in Adam all die, even
so in Christ all shall be made alive. 23 But each one in his own order: Christ the firstfruits, afterward those who
are Christ’s at His coming.

15:42 So also is the resurrection of the dead. The body is sown in corruption, it is raised in incorruption. 43
It is sown in dishonor, it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness, it is raised in power. 44 It is sown a natural
body, it is raised a spiritual body. There is a natural body, and there is a spiritual body. 45 And so it is written,
“The first man Adam became a living being.” The last Adam became a life-giving spirit.

2 Corinthians

4:10  always  carrying about in  the body the  dying of  the  Lord Jesus,  that  the  life  of  Jesus  also  may be
manifested in our body. 11 For we who live are always delivered to death for Jesus’ sake, that the life of Jesus also
may be manifested in our mortal flesh.

4:13 And since we have the same spirit of faith, according to what is written, “I believed and therefore I
spoke,” we also believe and therefore speak, 14 knowing that He who raised up the Lord Jesus will also raise us
up with Jesus, and will present us with you.

5:14 For the love of Christ compels us, because we judge thus: that if One died for all, then all died; 15 and
He died for all, that those who live should live no longer for themselves, but for Him who died for them and
rose again.

5:19 that is, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not imputing their trespasses to them,
and has committed to us the word of reconciliation. 20 Now then, we are ambassadors for Christ, as though
God were pleading through us: we implore you on Christ’s behalf, be reconciled to God. 

5:21 For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in
Him.

13:3 since you seek a proof of Christ speaking in me, who is not weak toward you, but mighty in you. 4 For
though He was crucified in weakness, yet He lives by the power of God. For we also are weak in Him, but we
shall live with Him by the power of God toward you.



Galatians

1:3 Grace to you and peace from God the Father and our Lord Jesus Christ, 4 who gave Himself for our sins,
that He might deliver us from this present evil age, according to the will of our God and Father, 

2:20 I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I
now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me. 21 I do not set
aside the grace of God; for if righteousness comes through the law, then Christ died in vain.”

 3:1 O foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you that you should not obey the truth, before whose eyes Jesus
Christ was clearly portrayed among you as crucified? 2 This only I want to learn from you: Did you receive the
Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?

3:13 Christ  has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written,
“Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”), 14 that the blessing of Abraham might come upon the Gentiles in
Christ Jesus, that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.

3:26 For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. 27 For as many of you as were baptized into
Christ have put on Christ.

4:4 But when the fullness of the time had come, God sent forth His Son, born of a woman, born under the
law, 5 to redeem those who were under the law, that we might receive the adoption as sons.

5:24 And those who are Christ’s have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires.

6:14 But God forbid that I should boast except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the world has
been crucified to me, and I to the world. 15 For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision avails
anything, but a new creation.

Ephesians

1:7 In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His
grace 8 which He made to abound toward us in all wisdom and prudence,

1:13 In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in whom also,
having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, 14 who is the guarantee of our inheritance
until the redemption of the purchased possession, to the praise of His glory.

2:4 But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us, 5 even when we were
dead in trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved), 6 and raised us up
together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus, 

2:13 But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ.

2:14  For  He Himself  is  our  peace,  who has  made  both one,  and has  broken down the  middle  wall  of
separation,  15  having  abolished  in  His  flesh  the  enmity,  that  is,  the  law  of  commandments  contained  in
ordinances, so as to create in Himself one new man from the two, thus making peace, 16 and that He might
reconcile them both to God in one body through the cross, thereby putting to death the enmity.

4:7 But to each one of us grace was given according to the measure of Christ’s gift. 8 Therefore He says:
“When He ascended on high, He led captivity captive, And gave gifts to men.” 9 (Now this, “He ascended”—
what does it mean but that He also first descended into the lower parts of the earth? 10 He who descended is
also the One who ascended far above all the heavens, that He might fill all things.)

4:32 And be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God in Christ forgave you.



5:1 Therefore be imitators of God as dear children. 2 And walk in love, as Christ also has loved us and given
Himself for us, an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweet-smelling aroma.

5:25 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, 26 that He
might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word,

Philippians

2:5 Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus, 6 who, being in the form of God, did not consider
it robbery to be equal with God, 7 but made Himself of no reputation, taking the form of a bondservant, and
coming in the likeness of men. 8 And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became
obedient to the point of death, even the death of the cross. 9 Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and
given Him the name which is above every name, 

 3:10 that I may know Him and the power of His resurrection, and the fellowship of His sufferings, being
conformed to His death, 11 if, by any means, I may attain to the resurrection from the dead.

Colossians

1:12 giving thanks to the Father who has qualified us to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in the
light. 13 He has delivered us from the power of darkness and conveyed us into the kingdom of the Son of His
love, 14 in whom we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins.

1:19 For it pleased the Father that in Him all the fullness should dwell, 20 and by Him to reconcile all things
to Himself, by Him, whether things on earth or things in heaven, having made peace through the blood of His
cross.  21 And you,  who once were alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked works, yet now He has
reconciled 22 in the body of His flesh through death, to present you holy, and blameless, and above reproach in
His sight—

2:11 In Him you were also circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, by putting off the body of
the sins of the flesh, by the circumcision of Christ, 12 buried with Him in baptism, in which you also were
raised with Him through faith in the working of God, who raised Him from the dead. 13 And you, being dead
in your trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made alive together with Him, having forgiven
you all trespasses, 14 having wiped out the handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was contrary
to us. And He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross. 15 Having disarmed principalities and
powers, He made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them in it.

2:20 Therefore, if you died with Christ from the basic principles of the world, why, as though living in the
world, do you subject yourselves to regulations—

3:1 If then you were raised with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ is, sitting at the right
hand of God. 2 Set your mind on things above, not on things on the earth. 3 For you died, and your life is
hidden with Christ in God. 4 When Christ who is our life appears, then you also will appear with Him in glory.

1 Thessalonians

5:9 For God did not appoint us to wrath, but to obtain salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ, 10 who died
for us, that whether we wake or sleep, we should live together with Him.



1 Timothy

2:5 For there is one God and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus, 6 who gave Himself
a ransom for all, to be testified in due time, 

2 Timothy

1:9 who has saved us and called us with a holy calling, not according to our works, but according to His own
purpose and grace which was given to us in Christ Jesus before time began, 10 but has now been revealed by the
appearing of our Savior Jesus Christ, who has abolished death and brought life and immortality to light through
the gospel,

2:8 Remember that Jesus Christ, of the seed of David, was raised from the dead according to my gospel, 9 for
which I suffer trouble as an evildoer, even to the point of chains; but the word of God is not chained. 10
Therefore I endure all things for the sake of the elect, that they also may obtain the salvation which is in Christ
Jesus with eternal glory. 11 This is a faithful saying: For if we died with Him, We shall also live with Him. 12 If
we endure, We shall also reign with Him. If we deny Him, He also will deny us. 13 If we are faithless, He remains
faithful; He cannot deny Himself.

Titus

2:13 looking for the blessed hope and glorious appearing of our great God and Savior Jesus Christ, 14 who
gave Himself for us, that He might redeem us from every lawless deed and purify for Himself His own special
people, zealous for good works.

Hebrews

1:3 who being the brightness of His glory and the express image of His person, and upholding all things by
the word of His power, when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on
high, 4 having become so much better than the angels, as He has by inheritance obtained a more excellent name
than they.

2:8 You have put all things in subjection under his feet.” For in that He put all in subjection under him, He
left nothing that is not put under him. But now we do not yet see all things put under him. 9 But we see Jesus,
who was made a little lower than the angels, for the suffering of death crowned with glory and honor, that He,
by the grace of God, might taste death for everyone.

2:10 For it was fitting for Him, for whom are all things and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons to
glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings. 11 For both He who sanctifies and those
who are being sanctified are all of one, for which reason He is not ashamed to call them brethren, 

2:14 Inasmuch then as the children have partaken of flesh and blood, He Himself likewise shared in the
same, that through death He might destroy him who had the power of death, that is, the devil, 15 and release
those who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage. 

2:17 Therefore, in all things He had to be made like His brethren, that He might be a merciful and faithful
High Priest in things pertaining to God, to make propitiation for the sins of the people. 18 For in that He
Himself has suffered, being tempted, He is able to aid those who are tempted.

3:14 Seeing then that we have a great High Priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God,
let  us  hold  fast  our  confession.  15  For  we  do  not  have  a  High  Priest  who  cannot  sympathize  with  our
weaknesses, but was in all points tempted as we are, yet without sin. 



5:7 who, in the days of His flesh, when He had offered up prayers and supplications, with vehement cries and
tears to Him who was able to save Him from death, and was heard because of His godly fear, 8 though He was a
Son, yet He learned obedience by the things which He suffered. 9 And having been perfected, He became the
author of eternal salvation to all who obey Him, 10 called by God as High Priest “according to the order of
Melchizedek,” 

6:19 This hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and steadfast, and which enters the Presence
behind the veil, 20 where the forerunner has entered for us, even Jesus, having become High Priest forever
according to the order of Melchizedek.

7:26 For such a High Priest was fitting for us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and has
become higher than the heavens; 27 who does not need daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifices, first for
His own sins and then for the people’s, for this He did once for all when He offered up Himself. 

9:11 But Christ came as High Priest of the good things to come, with the greater and more perfect tabernacle
not made with hands, that is, not of this creation. 12 Not with the blood of goats and calves, but with His own
blood He entered the Most Holy Place once for all, having obtained eternal redemption. 13 For if the blood of
bulls and goats and the ashes of a heifer, sprinkling the unclean, sanctifies for the purifying of the flesh, 14 how
much more shall  the blood of Christ,  who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot to God,
cleanse your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? 15 And for this reason He is the Mediator of
the new covenant, by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions under the first covenant, that
those who are called may receive the promise of the eternal inheritance.

9:16 For where there is  a testament,  there must  also  of necessity be the death of  the testator.  17 For a
testament is in force after men are dead, since it has no power at all while the testator lives.

9:23 Therefore it was necessary that the copies of the things in the heavens should be purified with these, but
the heavenly things themselves with better sacrifices than these. 24 For Christ has not entered the holy places
made with hands, which are copies of the true, but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for
us; 25 not that He should offer Himself often, as the high priest enters the Most Holy Place every year with
blood of another— 26 He then would have had to suffer often since the foundation of the world; but now, once
at the end of the ages, He has appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of Himself. 27 And as it is appointed for
men to die once, but after this the judgment, 28 so Christ was offered once to bear the sins of many. To those
who eagerly wait for Him He will appear a second time, apart from sin, for salvation.

10:9 then He said, “Behold,  I  have come to do Your will,  O God.” He takes away the first  that  He may
establish the second. 10 By that will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ
once for all.

10:12 But this Man, after He had offered one sacrifice for sins forever, sat down at the right hand of God, 13
from that time waiting till His enemies are made His footstool. 14 For by one offering He has perfected forever
those who are being sanctified.

10:16 “This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, says the Lord: I will put My laws into
their hearts, and in their minds I will write them,” 17 then He adds, “Their sins and their lawless deeds I will
remember no more.” 18 Now where there is remission of these, there is no longer an offering for sin.

10:19 Therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus, 20 by a new and living
way which He consecrated for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh, 21 and having a High Priest over the house
of God, 22 let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil
conscience and our bodies washed with pure water. 23 Let us hold fast  the confession of our hope without
wavering, for He who promised is faithful. 



12:1 Therefore we also, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight,
and the sin which so easily ensnares us, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before us, 2 looking
unto Jesus, the author and finisher of our faith, who for the joy that was set before Him endured the cross,
despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.

13:10 We have an altar from which those who serve the tabernacle have no right to eat. 11 For the bodies of
those animals, whose blood is brought into the sanctuary by the high priest for sin, are burned outside the
camp. 12 Therefore Jesus also, that He might sanctify the people with His own blood, suffered outside the gate.
13 Therefore let us go forth to Him, outside the camp, bearing His reproach. 14 For here we have no continuing
city, but we seek the one to come. 15 Therefore by Him let us continually offer the sacrifice of praise to God, that
is, the fruit of our lips, giving thanks to His name. 

1 Peter

1:2 elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, in sanctification of the Spirit, for obedience and
sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ

1:3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ,  who according to His abundant mercy has
begotten us again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead,

1:10 Of this salvation the prophets have inquired and searched carefully, who prophesied of the grace that
would come to you, 11 searching what, or what manner of time, the Spirit of Christ who was in them was
indicating when He testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ and the glories that would follow. 

 1:18 knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible things, like silver or gold, from your aimless
conduct received by tradition from your fathers, 19 but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without
blemish and without spot. 20 He indeed was foreordained before the foundation of the world, but was manifest
in these last times for you 21 who through Him believe in God, who raised Him from the dead and gave Him
glory, so that your faith and hope are in God.

2:21 For to this you were called, because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that you should
follow His steps: 22 “Who committed no sin, Nor was deceit found in His mouth”; 23 who, when He was reviled,
did not revile in return; when He suffered, He did not threaten, but committed Himself to Him who judges
righteously; 24 who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live
for righteousness—by whose stripes you were healed. 25 For you were like sheep going astray, but have now
returned to the Shepherd and Overseer of your souls.

3:18 For Christ also suffered once for sins, the just for the unjust, that He might bring us to God, being put to
death in the flesh but made alive by the Spirit,

4:1 Therefore, since Christ suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves also with the same mind, for he who
has suffered in the flesh has ceased from sin, 2 that he no longer should live the rest of his time in the flesh for
the lusts of men, but for the will of God. 

4:12 Beloved, do not think it strange concerning the fiery trial which is to try you, as though some strange
thing happened to you; 13 but rejoice to the extent that you partake of Christ’s sufferings, that when His glory is
revealed, you may also be glad with exceeding joy. 

1 John

1:7 But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of
Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin.



2:1 My little children, these things I write to you, so that you may not sin. And if anyone sins, we have an
Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous. 2 And He Himself is the propitiation for our sins, and not
for ours only but also for the whole world.

3:5 And you know that He was manifested to take away our sins, and in Him there is no sin. 

3:8 He who sins is of the devil, for the devil has sinned from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God
was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil.

3:16 By this we know love, because He laid down His life for us. And we also ought to lay down our lives for
the brethren.

4:9 In this the love of God was manifested toward us, that God has sent His only begotten Son into the world,
that we might live through Him. 10 In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son
to be the propitiation for our sins. 11 Beloved, if God so loved us, we also ought to love one another.

Revelation

1:5 and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn from the dead, and the ruler over the kings of the
earth. To Him who loved us and washed us from our sins in His own blood, 6 and has made us kings and priests
to His God and Father, to Him be glory and dominion forever and ever.

1:18 I am He who lives, and was dead, and behold, I am alive forevermore. Amen. And I have the keys of
Hades and of Death. 

5:5 But one of the elders said to me, “Do not weep. Behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David,
has prevailed to open the scroll and to loose its seven seals.” 6 And I looked, and behold, in the midst of the
throne and of the four living creatures, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as though it had been slain,
having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God sent out into all the earth. 7 Then He
came and took the scroll out of the right hand of Him who sat on the throne.

 9 And they sang a new song, saying: “You are worthy to take the scroll, And to open its seals; For You were
slain, And have redeemed us to God by Your blood Out of every tribe and tongue and people and nation, 10
And have made us kings and priests to our God; And we shall reign on the earth.” 11 Then I looked, and I heard
the voice of many angels around the throne, the living creatures, and the elders; and the number of them was ten
thousand times ten thousand, and thousands of thousands, 12 saying with a loud voice: “Worthy is the Lamb
who was slain To receive power and riches and wisdom, And strength and honor and glory and blessing!”

7:13 Then one of the elders answered, saying to me, “Who are these arrayed in white robes, and where did
they come from?” 14 And I said to him, “Sir, you know.” So he said to me, “These are the ones who come out of
the great tribulation, and washed their robes and made them white in the blood of the Lamb.

12:10 Then I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, “Now salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our
God, and the power of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren, who accused them before our God
day and night, has been cast down. 11 And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of
their testimony, and they did not love their lives to the death. 

14:3 They sang as it were a new song before the throne, before the four living creatures, and the elders; and
no one could learn that song except the hundred and forty-four thousand who were redeemed from the earth. 4
These are the ones who were not defiled with women, for they are virgins. These are the ones who follow the
Lamb wherever He goes. These were redeemed from among men, being firstfruits to God and to the Lamb. 5
And in their mouth was found no deceit, for they are without fault before the throne of God.
